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End of Year Reports 
You will receive your child’s end of year reports today in Year R – 5. Year 6 reports will be sent out 
on Tuesday 9th July as the official SATS test results will be available from this date and will be 
included in the Year 6 children’s reports. 
 
The reports and your child’s up to date attendance certificate will be sent out to you by email. If this 
does not arrive by the end of the school day, or if you require a paper copy, then please let the 
office know. If there are any unexpected delays, we will keep you informed. 
 
The reports contain a summary of your child’s successes this year and also some targets to help 
them improve even further next year. Each subject is teacher assessed and this information is 
included in your child’s report. If your child sat the Phonics Screening Test this year, you will receive 
a separate data sheet giving their results. If you child took part in the Year 4 Multiplication Check 
their score will be included in their maths comment on the report.  
 
Year 6 children will also receive a separate data sheet showing their SATS result. From this year, 
Year 2 do not sit SATS so their end of year assessment is also a teacher assessment and shown in 
the table on the report. 
 
There is a space at the end of the report for you to send back any comments you would like to 
make. If you would like to speak with your child’s class teacher about their report then please 
contact them on Class Dojo. Appointments will be offered after school in the final week of term.
