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Road safety 
All of the children took part in Road Safety talks this week. Especially at Powick, with the busy 
Malvern Road just outside the school gates, it is really important that our children know how to 
keep themselves safe on the roads. They were taught about how to use different types of 
pedestrian crossings, how to be vigilant to risks when out and about and about the safe use of 
children’s booster seats which should be used until your child is 125cm tall or weighs 22kg. All of the 
children listened carefully to these important messages and understood how important it is to pay 
attention when walking, scooting or cycling near roads.
